Year 2 into Year 3: The children joining St Paul’s Junior School will all stay in the same
class groups that they are in now. So Sycamore, Pine and Willow register groups will be
exactly the same to avoid any unnecessary changes for your children. | am in close
contact with Mrs Taylor (the Headteacher) and we will be meeting regularly to discuss
how to make the transition the best it can be in these unusual circumstances. If you visit
their website you will be able to browse to find out more about the school and information
about school uniform and such like.

Year 1 into Year 2: The classes will stay the same; so that your children will be learning
in the same groups they were in before lockdown. The children from Oak Class will go to
Willow Class and be taught by Mrs Pimm and Mrs McDonough, with support from Mrs
Wyatt. The children from Beech Class will go to Pine Class and be taught by Mr Lee,
with support from Mrs Cheslin and the children from Larch Class will go to Sycamore
Class and be taught by Mr Herlihey with support from Miss Dutton. They will take all
their existing exercise books so that they can continue their learning journeys and we will
be able to very quickly assess the differences in their capabilities since March 20™ 2020.
We will continue with the Year 1 Curriculum to ensure that the children do not have any
gaps in their learning.

FS2 into Year 1: As you know, Ms Rees is on maternity leave from the end of the
summer term, so Miss Jasmine Veale is joining us as our new Oak Class teacher. Miss
Veale did her final teaching practice at Walter and knows our school very well. We are
delighted she is joining us. As with Year 1, the children will stay in the same class
groups. Magpie will go to Larch and be taught by Miss Palmer, with support from Mrs
Wynne, Dove will go to Beech Class and be taught by Miss Rose, with support from Mrs
Ullah and Woodpecker will go to Oak and be taught by Miss Veale with support from
Miss Gosling. They will also take with them their exercise books and continue to work in
them so that we can quickly assess progress and attainment. We will be following the
Early Learning Goals in Year 1 for some time to ensure a smooth transition and a very
gradual change in the way the children are used to learning. We will maintain the 20%
adult-led learning along with 80% child-initiated. Fortunately we are very well resourced
to do so as we recognise how much young children learn through play.

FS1 into F2: Our Robin children will hear in the next week which classes they will be in;
we have prepared all the information packs and they will be hand delivered by our staff.

Mrs Bennette will be the Dove Teacher, supported by Mrs Althorp and Mrs Adams-Price,
Mrs Coyne will be the Magpie Teacher, supported by Mrs Issa and Mrs Parfett and Miss
Prickett will be the Woodpecker Teachers supported by Mrs Lloyd.

| am aware that some families maybe experiencing financial hardship at the moment; if
you have had a change to your circumstances, your child may be entitled to Pupil
Premium Funding?

The guaranteed element of state pension credit

have an annual gross income of £16,190 or less. The Pupil Premium for 2019 to
2020 will include pupils recorded in the January 2019 school census who are
known to have been eligible for FSM since May 2013, as well as those first known
to be eligible at January 2019.
There is always a very quick response and when you hear back we should be able to
register you in time for the summer holidays.
