We will help our children to:

0 Understand that they can be part of some of the
decisions made in school

0 Know they have a voice and the right to be heard

0 Elect members of the school council through a
democratic process

0 Debate and agree a code of conduct for their class




Democracy

The children elect the members of the School Council through a
democratic process.

The children at Walter Infant School know they have the right to be
heard - “Their Pupil Voice'.

At the beginning of each topic, children are asked ‘What do I know
already and what do I want to learn?’

Learning Powers - Children discuss and decide how to be effective
learners together / how to create a positive learning environment
for one another.

Children contribute as a whole class at the beginning of the year to
the class code of conduct.

Debate (argue and defend a point of view) - giving reasons for
choices made. “Why do you think that? ...” there are no wrong
answers when voicing an opinion!

We will help the children learn to:

0 Recognise the difference between right and wrong

0 Accept responsibility for our own behaviour

¢ Understand the consequences of our behaviour and actions
0 Develop the ability to resolve conflict with others

¢ Understand how we can contribute positively to the lives of

0 Behave in an honest and fair way

¢ Understand that we have rules for a reason; to keep us safe, to
protect ourselves and others and to enable us to all live and work
together

We will support the children to:

0 Understand rights and responsibilities

0 Have a say through Circle Time discussions
0 Understand the school’s Behaviour Policy

0 Follow the Expectations for Behaviour to manage
individual learning behaviours




Respect and Tolerance

We will help the children to:

0 Show respect for other people

0 Value the differences between people

¢ Be kind and considerate to other people

¢ Understand that we are all entitled to our own beliefs and
opinions

0 Share ideas, beliefs and opinions calmly and quietly

0 Report any incidents where people are not treated respectfully or
with tolerance, for example, bullying or racist behaviour
